All classes have at least 2 hours per week engaged in physical activity, 1 being indoors and 1 outdoors. 

Important for regular exercise and giving ‘brain breaks’ to all children, but especially those with SEN and/or dis-regulated behaviours.
	Brinkworth Earl Danby’s School looks to provide physical activity for all children led by confident members of staff in PE lessons and in all breaktimes.

We also ask Year 6 pupils to help with getting equipment and putting it away and taking ownership of helping with school physical activity sessions. 

Swimming is an important life skill; this also supports our disadvantaged children who may not attend extra-curricular swimming lessons
